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Organization of Dangjin City Council
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Assemblymen are selected through direct vote by the residents and they hold office for four years.
There are 10 elected district electorates and 2 proportional representations,

O|xt - HO|Et Chairman and vice—chairman
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There are 1 chairman and 1 vice—chairman. They are elected by the assemblymen through secret vote and
they hold office for two years,

Chairman represents the council, mediates proceedings and maintains order in the meeting room. The
chairman can also call for a meeting and manage office under his jurisdiction.

Vice—chairman assists chairman and fills in for chairman under unusual circumstances.
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The council has three permanent powers of attorneys (Council Steering Committee, General Affairs
Committee and Industry Construction Committee) and committee president is elected among the committee
members through secret ballot. Committee vice president is elected by mutual vote, Both committee
president and vice president hold office for 2 years,

Permanent power of attorney represents standing committee and handles bills and petitions that fall under
his jurisdiction.,

O|3|AFR= Assembly executive office
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The city council operates assembly executive office to handle official business, and the executive office
hires director, expert advisors and employees. Employees are appointed by the head of the local
government according to the recommendation from the chairman of the council. The director of the
executive office processes secretarial works by the order of the chairman of the council.

* The number of days a year is less than 90 days with regular and temporary conventions
combined.

Main Conference

* The main conference opens when more than one third of the number of registered members
attend, and, with the exception of special rules defined in other laws, approval is made when
more than the majoryty of registered members attend and more than the majoryty of attending
members approve,

*When a member intends to speak in the main conference hall, he or she should be allowed by
the chairman, and could not speak for more than 20minutes, But speaking for questions,
supplements, proceedings, and personal matters could exceed 10 minutes,
