Election incurred by the laws, except for the voting internal members of council and those outside of local government
laws, and by the regulations of corresponding local government.

Petition Processing Right
With the introdution of either certain opinion or demand for right form local People with the help of more than one local
council's member, petition to be submitted, accepted and processed.

Demand Right for Document and Attendance

In order to monitor the affairs of enforcement offices and deliberation of issues, demands of document submission for
audit, investigation and deliberation of issues and of attendance by the chief of local goverment or concerned public
officals could be made.

1st Landscape: Oemok Sunrise

It is the only place in Seohae Ocean where people can welcomes the
sunrise. While the sunrise in Donghae Ocean is passionate, the
sunrise in Oemok Town reddens the surroundings at once and gently
rises by creating a fire torch with a color of yellow earth, boasting a
simple yet lyrically beautiful landscape.
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2nd Landscape: Seohae Grand Bridge

It is the longest bridge in Korea, stretching 7.3km. It connects Dangjin-
gun of Chungnam and Pyeongtaek city of Gyeonggi-do through
Seohaean Expressway. The morning sunrise looking from Hanjin
Pogu (harbor), not to mention the night view, is breathtaking.
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3rd Landscape: Nanji Island Swimming Beach

It is the only swimming beach in the county. Nanjido Swimming Beach
is well-known for the quality water with silver-colored sands and
fantastically-shaped stones and rocks. The youth training facilities, in
particular, accommodates nearly 300 people at once and becomes
increasingly popular for all seasons including the sea rafting.
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4th Landscape: Jebangjilju (Tide Embankment)

It is the coastal tourist attraction where visitors can enjoy the sea and
the freshwater lake while relishing the refreshing driving tour to Sapgyo
Lake, Seokmun and Daeho Tide Embankment. In the spring, the
yellow yuchae flowers bloom and the fields of reeds welcome the
visitors in the fall.
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Beautiful Dangjin that contains the exquisite beauty
of Seohae Ocean.

Now get a glimpse of the representative tourist
attractions in Dangjin.
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5th Landscape: Solmoe Seongji (Sacred Ground)

It is the birth place of St. Andrew Kim, first Korean catholic priest in
Korea. This is where a throng of pilgrims and hermits continue one after
another, which has been nicknamed as ‘Bethlehem in Korea.” This
area has been established as the sacred soil with the monument for
100th year of martyrdom, the statue of St. Andrew Kim, statue of Holy
Mother, Hermit House, the memorial hall of the priest’s birthplace etc.
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6th Beauty: Dobi Island Maritime Experience

Visitors can reach here by taking the ferry or ships on the way to Nanji

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7th Landscape: Hamsang Navy Carrier Park

Itis the first park in Korea established under the theme of military vessels
and carriers. It has utilized the navy warships out of commission and
organized the naval force experience pavilion and the history pavilion as
well as the cafe on the ship to provide various experiences. It displays the
new concept of tourism and visitors can have enjoy themselves by
experiencing the sea and the naval forces at the same time.
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8th Beauty: Amimangnu (Mt. Ami)

It is the highest peak in Dangin-gun. It name Ami came from its
resemblance to a beauty’s eyebrows. It is suitable for family picnics
with the recreation forest and training camps. At the summit, visitors
can see the entire area of Dangjin-gun and even Seohae Ocean.
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1st Taste: Haenaru Rice (Entire area of Dangjin-gun)

Haenaru rice grows on the reclaimed land equipped with finest
irrigation facilities, low hills and full of minerals. Growing under the
natural sea winds and rich sunlight, Haenaru rice has little harmful
bugs and its grains are so well ripen with glossy colors. When cooked,
it spreads well and has a good consistency.
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2nd Taste: Kkwari Chili Pepper (Entire area of Dangjin-gun)

The clean Kkwari Chili Pepper produced in the state-of-the-art facility
lowers the blood pressure with rich content of gaba and lutein as well
as curbs the high blood pressure by strengthening the capillaries.
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3rd Taste: Silchi Hoe(Janggohang-ri, Seokmun-myeon)

Silchi Hoe can be enjoyed only in the spring and only in Dangjin. Its
seasonal trait attracts numerous tourists across the nation in the
springtime.
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4th Taste: Neutari Oyster Mushroom (Entire area of Dangjin-gun)

The Neutari Oyster Mushroom cultivated in a chemical-free fashion by
using the fresh rice straws. They are great in scents, tastes and rich in
protein, vitamin and mineral ingredients so that they are known to
improve a human body°@s immunity and to be superior in preventing
tumors.
